Committee Reports

have registered.  Brad Roy moved that funds not to exceed $15,000 be allocated 
for this training course. Seconded by Tony Sloma. Motion passed.

 Exercise Committee:  Gary Studer discussed the 2004 LEPC exercise.  A 

functional exercise will be held at Dynea on April 21, 2004, from 8:00 am until 
noon.  Seven objectives will be evaluated. 

 
 Finance Committee:   The final 2003 Budget Report and 2004 Budget were 

distributed. 
 

Due to the disbanding of the Northwest Ohio Pollution Prevention Team, Leigh 
Casey moved to remove the Pollution Prevention line item from the budget and 
send the funds to the BGSU mercury recycling program.  The LEPC had been 
managing the funds for the NWOP2.   Seconded by Tom Barnhizer.  Motion 
Passed.  The display board which was jointly owned by the LEPC and the 
NWOP2 now belongs to the LEPC and will be kept at the Emergency Services 
Building. 

 
 Grants:  Leigh Casey passed around the FY 2005 SERC Grant application for 

review by the Committee.  Tom Barnhizer moved to approve the SERC Grant 
application, seconded by John Borell.  Motion passed.  Leigh Casey will submit 
the grant application to SERC before the February 1, 2004, deadline. 
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 Plan Review Committee:  Leigh Casey reported that updated Plan CDs are 
available by request. 

 
 Compliance Committee:  Tony Sloma presented the Executive Committee’s 

recommendations on eleven pending compliance cases.  Lance Keiffer advised 
the LEPC that a roll call vote would be required for each case.  Leigh Casey read 
the list of eligible voting members present.  See the attached spreadsheet for final 
recommendations approved by the LEPC for each case.  The Compliance 
Committee reserves the right to review any case granted an alternative to a fine 
for inadequate documentation. 

 
 Executive Committee:  George France presented the Executive Committee’s 2004 

contract recommendations for Leigh Casey and Barb Timoff.  After much 
discussion, Tom Barnhizer moved that Leigh Casey be compensated not to exceed 
$60,000 for contract services to the LEPC.  Seconded by Joe Schwanzl.  Motion 
passed.  Joe Schwanzl moved that Barb Timoff be compensated not to exceed 
$15,000 for data entry and clerical services for the LEPC.  Seconded by Brad 
Roy.  Motion passed.  Leigh Casey will submit the signed contract documents to 
the Lucas County Auditor’s office for processing.
